Preliminary Remarks 

The annual membership fees consist of two components – a contribution for the company and a 
contribution for the fleet in operation. 

For active members, the right to vote at the general meeting is linked to the contribution component 
for the company. Operators of at least one passenger ship therefore have double voting rights com-
pared to pure taxi boat operators. 

In those cases where the ownership and operation of a ship is divided between two different com-
panies, both companies can become active members. 

Active/Full Members 

• Operator or owner of at least 1 passenger ship (with a transport capacity of over 12 passen-
gers) 

o CHF 200 per company plus 

§ CHF 200 per passenger ship (transport capacity over 12 passengers) 

§ CHF 100 per taxi boat (transport capacity up to 12 passengers) 

However, a maximum of CHF 1'000 

• Operator or owner exclusively of taxi boats (with a transport capacity of up to 12 passengers) 

o CHF 100 per company plus 

§ CHF 100 per taxi boat (transport capacity up to 12 passengers) 

However, a maximum of CHF 500 

Passive Members 

• Passenger ship entrepreneurs, registered in the Commercial Register – without a ship 

o CHF 200 per company 

• Taxi boat entrepreneurs, registered in the Commercial Register – without a boat 

o CHF 100 per company 

• Holder of a category B boatmaster's license 

o CHF 100 per person 

• Sponsors and supporters of private passenger shipping 

o By arrangement
